SENATE BILL NO. 531

by the Semate Judicisry Comm'.tiee meeting on June 2ist. Three of those parts
mst be reintroducesd as sepcrate bills,wlth new sponscrs, but REPEAL 11l retain
the nos 531 and the present uponsors.

A number of gay representatives were there to spezk for the bill., Maxy
Nancarrow spoke for the Caucus, and Cemcus member Arncld Hutchings spoke for MoC
and all of us in responding ‘o the one opponent who reminded the legislators o
think of the Bible when they voted on the Biil, If dlsappointed, we are hy no means
defeated on this bill.
