M O N EYtaI k The Roth IRA: A New Twist on an O.ld Idea

The Roth IRA takes the notion of potentially tax-deductible, tax-
deferred investing and turns it around. Roth IRA contributions are never
tax-deductible, but qualified withdrawals, including earnings and capi-
tal gains, are federal tax-free. That's right. The investment earnings
will never be taxed, as long as the account has been open for at least
five tax years and you have reached age 50 1/2.

Here's how a Roth IRA works: anyone who is earning income or
taxable alimony (received under decree of divorce or separation) can
contribute up to $2,000 annually to a Roth IRA, assuming your adjusted
gross income (AGI) is not above $95,000 (for single filers). Partial
contributions are available for single filers earning up to $110,000.
(Increased AGI allowances apply to joint filers.)

In addition to tax-free accumulation and withdrawals, Roth IRAs
have other advantages over traditional IRAs. Unlike traditional IRAs,
contributions to a Roth IRA may continue past age 70 1/2—and you
are not required to begin taking distributions at this age. Qualified early
distributions (before age 59 1/2) from a Roth IRA are not subject to
the 10 percent Federal penalty or income tax as fong as the Roth IRA
has been opened for at least five tax years and the funds are with-
drawn due to death or disability of the account holder.* After five tax

years, you can also withdraw up to $10,000 to pay for qualified first-
time home buying expenses. In addition, contributions to the Roth IRA
are distributed first and are always tax free.

You may also want to consider rolling over your existing IRAto a
Roth IRA. To avail yourself of this conversion option, your AGI must
not exceed $100,000 in the year of conversion (not including the in-
come you recognize as a result of converting your old IRA). The tax-
able amounts recognized as a result of the conversion are subject to
ordinary income tax, but not the 10 percent Federal penalty. And, if
you convert before 1998, taxable income is spread out equally over
four years (some states may not allow this four-year income spread).

While the Roth IRA is an attractive savings vehicle, it's wise to
do some serious number crunching before you decide which type of
IRA to fund. And as with other retirement savings and investment
decisions, a professional financial advisor can help you decide which
IRA makes the most sense for you.
