You would have had to be there to
appreciate the rapidity and clarity with which our direé¢tor answered
questions fired at him. It is my considered opinion he accomplished
more on this one broadcast than could have been done by other means
over the next year. -

The interviewer Frank Andrews displayed a great deal of expertise

in his completly unbiased manner of asking questions and handling
the whole show. He adnitted he knew 1little about Gayity but came on
with his questions without any preconceived stereotyped notions that
nost of us are used to hearing. They were not the mamby-pamby dont
step on any toes polite type. They were honest and straight from

the hip aimed at getting to the truth and informing the public.

He began with the standard background questions and drifted into

and nay seen contrived to some listners, but having been an eye=-
vhitness I can assure you it was for real. It was a perfect example
Mr. Andrews asked on Job discrimination and gave Tom the opportunify
to get our address on the alr by telling the gentleman to write to
him and he would do &ll in his power to help him get his job back.
